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Lot of teachers use Moodle tests and quizzes even for the final pre-exams assessment 
purposes, because the web application automatically calculates scores and sets the 

timeout for each question so that students do not have time to cheat((( MOODLE  testing 
system is very flexible, because teachers can set the number of attempts, the inability to 

copy the text of the question, adjust the time for one question, etc., So that is why 
teachers love it and students… let’s say, not always.…
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Also, students often use the official 
university website, the MNAU Library 
repository, news feed and watch 
MNAU TV, which shows all the news of 
the university and there is feedback 
from students in the form of an 
interview.



Students take part in various 
competitions of scientific works, 
olympiads, etc. One of the types 
of virtual mobility is 
participation in Internet 
conferences.
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Social networks and 
applications are also an integral 
part of the modern education 
system. Students and teachers 
use such applications as Viber 
and Telegram. Thanks to such 
communication channels, 
information is much faster and 
there is no need to monitor the 
university's website. Also, you 
can share any documents 
related to hometasks etc.
